BATHROOM

When stocking the bathroom, try to think of the things you use and make sure there’s enough of each
item for each guest that will be staying in your property.

O 2rolls of toilet paper in each bathroom O Towel hooks

O Box of tissues in each bathroom O Liquid hand soap

O Plastic or washable shower curtain liners O 2 bath towels per guest
O Hair dryer in each bathroom O 2 hand towels per guest
O Plunger and toilet brush O 4 washcloths per guest

BEDROOM

It's important to make sure your guests are comfortable and can get a good night’s sleep. That means
providing a reasonably sized bed, somewhere to put their clothes, etc. And obviously, the more comfy

the better!
O At least a queen-sized bed in O Window treatments or blinds for privacy
master bedroom O Armoire or dresser if there is no closet
O 2sets of high-quality sheets for each bed inthe room
O Pillows with pillow protectors and Bonus: TV, King-size beds, feather pillows,
mattress pads down comforters

your guests (however many people your property sleeps), the entertainment center works, and
they have something to doin case it rains!
